Feeding Suet Recipe 

 
¶ 1 pound lard 
¶ 1 pound inexpensive crunchy 
peanut butter 

¶ About 5 pounds corn meal 
¶ 1 cup black oil sunflower seeds 
 
1. Heat to melt lard and peanut 
butter. 

2. Stir in corn meal until mixture is 
no longer shiny. 

3. Add the sunflower seeds 
4. Press into cake pan, Tupper-
ware container or other contain-
er.   

5. Chill till solid 
6. Cut into blocks and put into 
commercial suet holders or 
press into holes drilled into 
wood and hang in your yard for 
the birds. 

 
 
 
 
 
 
 

 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 

Action Alert! 
National Audubon Society 

 
The Migratory Bird Treaty Act is 
facing its most serious attack yet.  

The U.S. Fish and Wildlife Service 
is doubling down on its efforts to 
undermine our most important bird 
protection law. The new proposal 
gives industries a free pass for bird 
deaths by exempting "incidental" 
bird deaths from enforcement. The 
proposed rule removes incentives 
for companies to adopt practices 
that protect birds from threats such 
as oil waste pits, and eliminates 
MBTA penalties for companies that 
kill substantial numbers of birds, 
including from large oil spills such 
as Deepwater Horizon. 

Submit a public comment to oppose 
the proposed rulemaking and the 
rushed process to gut the Migratory 
Bird Treaty Act. 

Note: Audubon will deliver your let-
ters to the U.S. Fish and Wildlife 
Service as part of the public com-
ment period, and they will become 
part of the public record.
